We are promoting our Levitation Transfer Unit (LTU) and pneumatic products’ sales expansion with
making efforts to grasp the market demand by strengthening the sales and operating bases, SE i X HA SR 25
developing overseas sales network, and participating to an exhibition in Japan and overseas.

In terms of production, enlargement of cell production system in our factories and cost reduction

with process improvement are being promoted.

We’'re also aiming to gain customer satisfaction measurement through not only establishment of
operation center to consolidate order fulfillment and business management but also through
introduction of automatic ordering system and automated production control to reduce delivery date.

During the consolidated accounting period under review, buoyed by
a robust corporate performance, the Japanese economy continued to
grow, extending the longest period of economic expansion since the
end of the Second World War. This growth reflected rising private
capital investment in a wider array of industries and an improvement in
employment. But the economic expansion was also accompanied by
weak personal spending and sluggish growth in gross domestic
product, and so failed to create a real sense that the economy was
indeed growing. In addition, given the surging price of oils and other
materials, concerns over potential inflation and recession in the US
economy, and geopolitical risks, the implementation of appropriate
national economic policies was key to sustained economic growth.

In our own industry, robust private capital investment ensured strong
demand from a broad array of sources, including the IT and automobile
sectors, during the first half of the fiscal year under review. But demand
slowed in the second half following inventory adjustment in certain IT
related fields.

During the term, we completed our integration with Convum
Corporation, our manufacturing subsidiary, on April 1. We also took
steps to improve management effectiveness by enhancing operational
efficiency through an organizational review, improving the efficiency of
finance and placing the right people in the right jobs.

We also held a meeting to explain our policies and strengthened
sales systems by opening a sales office in Chiba. The company
launched sales of new pneumatic equipment in October and, at
SEMICON JAPAN 2006, an exhibition held in December, it presented
new products, including the new compact vacuum generator and the
Levitation Transfer Unit (LTU) designed for the transportation of LCD
panels, to stimulate demand in Japan and overseas.

As a result, consolidated sales reached 2,917 million yen, a 11.4%
year-on-year increase, while consolidated ordinary income amounted
to 371 million yen, rising 9.5%. Consolidated net income fell to 194
million yen, a 11.4% year-on-year decline reflecting extraordinary
losses of 53 million yen, primarily from expenses for handling claims
related to products supplied to certain users.
